How it Works

appointment.

After we have your information, we will
call our drivers to set up a pick up time.
We will call you back with their name and
what time they will be picking you up.

All of our drivers are VOLUNTEERS or
PART-TIME and sometimes they will not be
available. If they aren’t, we will call you back
and let you know. You may need to find
another form of transportation, or reschedule

your appointment for another day.

Since the volunteers use their OWN VEHICLES
and our CoA vehicle does not have a lift, we
can only assist persons who can enter and
